Note:  Obits from Newspapers used within IGS publications need the newspapers approval recorded.  Use of material 
from copyrighted books, magazines, internet sites, etc., need approval recorded.   Photos and Reprints need approval 
recorded. 
 
Note:  CITE your SOURCES.  Cite YOUR sources.   CITE YOUR SOURCES. 
 
Note:  Archived materials of all Quarterlies are on CD held by Gail Wilson in pdf form. 
 
Note:  All FINISHED Quarterly material is sent to Renae Beal at igsrenae@gmail.com   
           In the SUBJECT LINE of the email state which SECTION and  ISSUE and YEAR of the Quarterly your work is   
           to be published. 
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Purpose of the IGS Quarterly Tutorial is to educate the board and those interested in writing for the Quarterly the 
InDesign software program used by Renae Beal and Juvanne Martin to format to publication the “Idaho Genealogical 
Society Quarterly” four times a year.  Proposed Outcome:  Better understanding towards compiling a quality 
Quarterly from each written offering to the formatting, printing and mailing and finally the end product received by the 
paying public. 
 
Sections of the Quarterly include but are not limited to: 
 
Letter from the President 
 
Main Topic Articles:  Lead Editor determines  
         NAME the section, GATHER at least 3-7 articles either written or reprints (may be more depending on length) 
         GATHER as needed PHOTOGRAPHS, OBTAIN permissions to reprint 
         GATHER as needed CAPTIONS for Photographs, make understood which photo for which caption 
         The Main Topic Articles are the Largest Section of the Quarterly and should fill about 10 to 25 finished pages 
 
From Idaho’s Attics-   
         GATHER at least 3-5 articles either written or reprints (may be more depending on length) 
         GATHER as needed Photographs, Obtain permissions to reprint 
         GATHER as needed CAPTIONS for photographs, make understood which photo for which caption 
         This is the second largest section and should fill about 5 to 10 finished pages 
 
New from Organization and Societies 
          CONTACT and GATHER from statewide organization and societies news from what they have done or what  
                                                      they plan to do.  Write a synopsis. 
 
Obituaries 
          GATHER any obituaries from IGS members.  OBTAIN permission to reprint. 
 
Publication Catalog – UPDATE information done by the Publications Chair Gail Wilson

ARTICLES SENT TO THE FORMAT TO PUBLICATION PERSONS (Renae and Juvanne) NEED 
TO BE IN THE FOLLOWING FORMAT: 
 
 
 
Acceptable Format: 
 
1.  Text ONLY should be sent in a Word document (or equivalent software program) 
 
2.  Format/cosmetic changes are not necessary i.e., font, size, etc. 
      *DO USE bold and italics, if needed in specific places in the document 
      *All other changes are not needed as the layout software will take care of the rest 
 
3.  PHOTOGRAPHS should NOT be sent within a WORD document.  SEND SEPARATELY. 
        *  jpg files are good at high quality 
        *  we can accept most any type of picture file 
        *  pdf files are NOT a good choice 
 
4.  CAPTIONS for the photographs should also be sent in a separate file.  
         * Make it understood which caption to which photo 
 
5.  Permission lines for article reprints and photographs should be included.   
          *Make it understood which permission for which reprint or photograph 
 
6.  Cite sources for article should be typed at the end of the article [no need for footnotes or end notes] 
 
7.  If possible, TAKE OUT any EXTRA lines between paragraphs 
                [contact Renae at igsrenae@gmail.com for the fastest way] 
 
8.  All editing for sentence structure, content and punctuation [PROOFREADING] should be complete 
               BEFORE sending the article to Renae  
 
9.  Send articles, photographs and captions to igsrenae@gmail.com 
 
10  In the SUBJECT LINE  of the email state which SECTION and  ISSUE and YEAR of the Quarterly your work is   
           to be published. 
 
 

Should you find that you sent an article in and cannot determine where it went or 
that it did not make it into the Quarterly of your choice, or corrections or additions 
are necessary, or you have editing questions, or topic ideas --
